New York guitarist David Burgess will perform some of Brazil’s finest solo guitar music on Monday, Jan. 29 at 8 p.m. in the Cameron University Theatre located at 27th and A Avenue. Formerly a student of Andres Segovia, he has won prizes in international guitar competitions in New York, Mexico City, Toronto and Munich.  Over the past 10 years, Burgess has taken numerous trips to Brazil, re-discovering guitar music from Brazil’s past, as well as finding many progressive contemporary Brazilian works.

The program will include music by some of the finest Brazilian composers of all time such as Ernesto Nazareth, João Pernambuco, Radamés Gnattali,  and of course, Luiz Bonfá and Antonio Carlos Jobim, the two best known composers of Bossa Nova.
