Currently, the store is open from 7:45 a.m. to 9 p.m., Monday through Friday. 
“We wanted a coffee shop on campus for faculty and students to enjoy, and the Freshens smoothies are an outstanding addition to the many on-campus food options already available,” Pinkston said. “The store also accepts all forms of payment, including Cam Card.”

The store will exclusively use Starbucks brand coffee made with Starbucks coffee machines. The shop is not a franchise of the Starbucks Corporation and does not accept Starbucks gift cards or other Starbucks promotions; however, it serves every variety of coffee including lattes, cappuccinos, espressos, and iced coffee drinks. 

As for the smoothies, Freshens offers 27 varieties of smoothies and fruit drinks. The smoothies are made with fresh fruit combinations, and a “boost” can be added to every smoothie, including energy boost, immune system boost, and metabolism boost. 

While some of the convenience store items have arrived, Pinkston said most of the dry goods, such as chips, candies and other student essentials, will arrive this month. 
As part of the coffee house project, the North Shepler lounge has been remodeled. Hardwood floors have been installed and the décor has been altered to set a more coffee shop atmosphere. Pinkston said the coffee house’s new furniture, including televisions, will arrive later this semester, finalizing the lounge area. 
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
