Nominations sought from Cameron students, faculty

for 2004 Hackler Award for Teaching Excellence
Nominations are being solicited for the 2004 Harold and Elizabeth Hackler Lectureship in Teaching Excellence at Cameron University.  
The award, made possible by Cameron alumni Harold and Elizabeth Hackler of Duncan through an endowed lectureship they created in 1996, recognizes superior instruction in the classroom. Since 1999, nine CU faculty have benefited from the award.
Eligible nominees are those who are at the rank of assistant professor or higher and have been a full-time member of the Cameron faculty for at least three years.  The candidate's principal assignment must be teaching.  Past recipients of the award are eligible for future awards.
The award consists of a stipend and a professional development award that may be used for travel or support for any other approved professional activity.  In addition, the winner receives a personal plaque and his or her name will be permanently recognized on the Hackler Lectureship honor roll plaque which is displayed on the CU-Duncan campus.
Students or faculty may provide nominations for the award to the selection committee.  A complete nomination packet consists of a letter indicating reasons the individual is being nominated and a curriculum vita for the nominee.  
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The kinds of criteria that the committee will consider in evaluating materials include evidence of consistent excellent performance in the classroom, use of innovative approaches to teaching, the extent to which the nominee fosters enthusiasm for the subject area taught, and the quality of assistance and guidance given individual students. The extent to which the nominee creates an environment that enhances the motivation of students to learn is also an important factor.
Material must be submitted to Dr. Clint Bryan, chair of the Hackler Award selection committee no later than the close of business on Sept. 24.  
The successful nominee will be selected by Oct. 8.
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
