Salamon travels the United States speaking about philanthropy and ethics and was named a Distinguished Lecturer of the Scarsdale/Westchester/Fairfield Phi Beta Kappa Association.  She is currently writing a new book about how complex cultural matters complicate medical care in big urban hospitals.
