Cameron University offers teacher education degrees
In an effort to increase the supply of highly qualified teachers in Southwest Oklahoma, Cameron University is implementing eight bachelor’s level programs in the field of teacher education.  The University of Oklahoma, Cameron University and Rogers State University Board of Regents approved the additions at a meeting held recently at the OU-Tulsa Schusterman Center in Tulsa.
“The purpose of the teacher education program is to assist in the development of effective members of the teaching profession at the early childhood, elementary, middle and secondary levels,” said John McArthur, Ph.D., Vice President for Academic Affairs.  “The addition of the new degrees to Cameron’s teacher education program develops a more efficient program allowing students to complete the requirements to seek teacher certification and earn a bachelor’s degree in four years and the University to better utilize its resources.”
Cameron officials researched hiring patterns, projected vacancies and analyzed data from the State Department of Education and other sources to determined the need to provide undergraduate teacher education degrees.

Pending approval by the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education, Cameron will offer the following degrees a the bachelor’s level as part of its secondary teacher education program: Bachelor of Arts in English Education, Bachelor of Arts in Social Studies Education, Bachelor of Arts in Mathematics Education, Bachelor of Arts in Romance Languages Education, Bachelor of Science in Biology Education,

Teacher ed, ADD ONE
Bachelor of Science in Chemistry Education and Bachelor of Science in Physical Education.  Additionally, Cameron will offer a Bachelor of Science in Early Childhood Education.
CU officials plan to offer the new teacher education degree programs beginning in the Fall of 2007.
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
