Fulbright-Helvey scholarships established at Cameron University, applications sought

The Fulbright-Helvey scholarships are designated only for women and each of the 10 scholarships total $750 per semester. Four of these scholarships are designated for freshmen women with the other six scholarships divided equally for women in the sophomore, junior and senior classes. 

Students wishing to apply for Fulbright-Helvey scholarships must have graduated from high school with at least a 2.5 non-weighted grade point average (undergraduate student applicants must have a 2.5 grade point average), be enrolled as a full-time undergraduate student at Cameron, be a registered citizen of the United States, and have a current FAFSA application on file in the Financial Assistance Office.

The Fulbright-Helvey scholarships are renewable provided the recipient maintains the requisite grade point average and continues to be a full-time student in good standing with the university. 

Applications for the Fulbright-Helvey scholarships can be picked up at the Cameron University Financial Aid office, located in North Shepler 301. The deadline to apply for the spring scholarships is Friday, Oct. 7. 
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
