CU supports Caribbean hurricane disaster relief

Of approximately 200 international students currently attending Cameron University, 132 are citizens of island nations in the Caribbean.  The past few weeks have been exceptionally difficult for these students as hurricanes Charley, Frances, and now Ivan have devastated their homelands and left individuals homeless, helpless and desperately in need of assistance.
Hurricane Ivan has already caused severe damage to Grenada, the island home of 25 Cameron students, and left the nation without communication links to the outside world.  This disaster has left many of these students extremely worried and anxious to receive word from their families back home. Jamaica, also a home to several CU students, is now bracing itself for Ivan, an intense Category 4 hurricane that has already left at least 25 casualties in its wake.
This hurricane season has caused enormous financial and personal turmoil and has the capacity to cause more.  
The community is being afforded several opportunities to show support for Caribbean students and assist during this time of crisis. Cash donations are being accepted for the American Red Cross International Response Fund on the CU campus. These donations will be collected at the International Students Office in 231 North Shepler Tower and will be forwarded to the Red Cross on Tuesday, Sept. 14.  
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In addition, a relief effort specifically for Grenada has been coordinated by Cameron students from that island.  Cash donations are needed for relief there and can be dropped off at the International Students Office or sent directly to the Embassy of Grenada, 1701 New Hampshire Ave. NW, Washington, DC 20009.
A third opportunity to provide aid has been organized by the CU Business and Accounting Club and Delta Mu Delta, the university’s chapter of the business honor society. Drop boxes have been set up across campus to collect such goods as clothing, non-perishable foods, bottled water and medical supplies.  These drop boxes are conveniently located in the CU Library, CU Bookstore, the School of Business, and in the Student Activities Building.
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
