Nominees sought for CU Alumni Association’s

distinguished alumni, faculty hall of fame awards
The Cameron University Alumni Association is asking students, graduates and friends of the university to help identify the school’s top students and faculty from past years.
Nominations are now being accepted for the 2004 CUAA Distinguished Alumni Award, and for inductees into the CUAA Faculty Hall of Fame.

The distinguished alumni honor is bestowed annually on one or more former students who have made significant contributions to society and whose accomplishments and careers have brought credit to Cameron, said Sandy Joyner, director of the CU Office of Alumni Relations/Development.  This is demonstrated through the nominee’s career, service to his or her community and/or continued support of the university.
The faculty hall of fame is intended to recognize teaching effectiveness, positive impact on student lives and campus or community involvement outside the classroom.  Current and retired faculty are eligible, but they must have taught at least five years at Cameron to be considered.
Faculty and students from the Cameron State School of Agriculture (1908-1927), Cameron State Agricultural College (1927-1971), Cameron College (1971-74) or Cameron University (1974-) are eligible for nomination.
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Nominations must be accompanied with sufficient supporting information that illustrates the reason the faculty or alumnus should be considered for the appropriate honor.  These include personal statements from one or more people in support of the nomination and background information on the nominee, which may include a professional resume.
Nominations will be accepted until April 1.  Recipients will be announced during the alumni association’s annual reunion in October.  
Nearly 80 former Cameron students have been presented the distinguished alumni award since its initiation in 1979.  Past honorees include former presidents John Coffey, Vernon Howell and Don Davis, U.S. Ambassador Julian M. Niemczyk, DNA researcher Ed Huffine, and a number of state legislators and military generals.  The faculty hall of fame was initiated in 1995. Its 18 members include such memorable faculty as Blanche Beavers, Jessie Mae Hines, Margie McMahan, Dewey Parker, James Eddie Phillips and Valree F. Wynn.
