The workshop is one of seven scheduled statewide to help prepare Oklahoma researchers to compete for $2.5 million in funding from OCAST, the state’s technology-based economic development agency.
Research funds available through the Oklahoma Applied Research Support (OARS) program will be competitively awarded based on the quality of science represented by the proposal and its likelihood of commercialization. Proposals will be evaluated and ranked by a peer review team. Approved projects can expect supported funding at levels ranging from $10,000 to $300,000.
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Those applying to the OARS program must have a completed statement of intent form submitted to OCAST by 5:30 p.m., Wednesday, Mar. 23. Final completed applications must be received by 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday, April 20.
