I. CATALOG DESCRIPTION: Music 2201-2. Private Music Lessons. One-two hours credit

hour lesson per week per credit enrolled, maximum one hour lesson per week. Requires minimum 5 hours per week 

of practice per hour enrolled. May be repeated for a maximum of twelve (12) hours per instrument. One-two hours 

credit.
